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4.X
 Principles for decision on trusted/untrusted access network
4.X.1 

General Principles
An access network can be treated as either trusted access network or untrusted network. The decision of whether an access network is trusted or untrusted is made by the operator. 

When the UE is not in a roaming scenario, the decision of whether an access is trusted or untrusted is made during authentication b y the HPLMN. When the UE is in roaming, the decision is made by the HPLMN and can be modified by only if the HPLMN has determined that a given access is untrusted. In this case the VPLMN may provide input to the final determination to force the UE to use the access as trusted access.
4.X.2 

Static configuration in the UE

The information whether an access technology is trusted or untrusted can be pre-configured in the terminal (or UICC). When such a UE attaches to an access technology, it initiates the procedure for accessing EPC based on the configuration provided by the operator. 
4.X.3 

Decision in the UE during authentication
If the UE is not pre-configured by the operator, the decision whether an access is trusted or untrusted is made by the UE during access authentication. The principles for the decision are.
· If no access authentication is performed, UE initiates the procedure for untrusted access.

· If non-3GPP specific access authentication is performed, S2c based access via trusted non-3GPP access is performed or access using untrusted access procedures. If and how the UE receives indication whether trusted or untrusted access is to be used is out of scope of 3GPP. 
· If 3GPP specific procedure is performed and mobility protocol chosen is indicated back to UE, then UE assumes that the given access is trusted access.
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
