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	The procedures for EPS bearer handling are based on the PCRF provisioning PCC to the PCEF and QoS Rules to the BBERF. The QoS Rules provisioned are used to perform bearer binding by the BBERF in case of 3GPP Access.

This contribution proposes some additions to Annex A5 in 23.203 to clarify that

the bearer binding control is located at the BBERF for 3GPP access (PMIP based) regardless of the Access Type (GERAN/UTRAN/E-UTRAN).
