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Abstract of the contribution: This paper proposes the way how CT1 begin the IMS CAT work to fulfil Release 8 schedule.
Discussion:
SA40 has indicated to include some CAT functionality in Release 8. Currently in TR 23.872 there are three alternatives for CAT provided by the terminating IMS network:

1. Early-Session model

2. Forking model

3. Content-indirection model.

Early-Session model and Forking model are included in 3GPP2 supplementary service for Customized ring back tones, as specified in 3GPP2 X.P0055: MMD Supplementary Services. In SA2, There’re a lot of discussions on these two models, and it is clear that there’re no architecture impacts for the two models. If SA2 can get conclusion on TR 23.872 this time that both model need to be included in stage 3, then consider the schedule of Release 8, we need define the priority of all requirements which need to be standardized in technical implementation, and implementations related to those in high priority should be included in Release 8.
In the table, priority 0 means no standardization effort for IMS CAT Rel.8. 3GPP CAT Rel.9 will include this functionality.

	The service user shall be able to subscribe the CAT service, activate/de-activation the CAT service, update the settings, e.g. to change his active CAT, change rules.

	The CAT service should be able to select the appropriate CAT according to the rules.

	NOTIFY
	It should be possible to inform the user about status and changes in his CAT service, e.g. close expiry date for the CAT service or a particular CAT content.

	The operator shall be able to charge for the CAT service.

	SELECTION
	In IMS, when the called party is notified about an incoming call, the called party shall be able to send an indication to the CAT service which CAT to play to the calling party. This CAT-B indication shall have priority over a pre-configured CAT-B.

	Reject
	The calling party should be able to reject the CAT service based on rules e.g. time, the identity of the called party.

	STOP
	When the CAT is playing, the calling party shall be able to stop it, then he shall experience the default alerting tone for the duration of the call establishment.

	It shall be possible for a CAT subscriber to subscribe to a CAT that is provided by a third party content provider.

	COPY
	The calling user may have the possibility to copy the CAT of a called user as his own CAT provided the called user has enabled CAT sharing for that instance of CAT. DRM issues should be covered in order to make sure that copyrights are not infringed.

	Interaction with mandatory supplementary service, such as OIR/TIR, OIP/TIP, MCID, and ACR.

	Interaction with optional supplementary service, such as CDIV, CW, ECT, CONF, etc.

All in one, CONFIG, T-CAT, STOP and IA-M has priority of 1, others has priority of 2.
Proposal

We kindly propose that SA2 provide a liaison out to CT1, which indicates that the development of the CAT specification in Release 8 should include technical implementations related to those requirements whose priority is 1 and optionally 2 as much as possible. Those CAT functionalities with priority 2 that were not implemented in Rel.8 will be included in CAT Rel.9.
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
