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1. Introduction
  This contribution proposes that the UE should perform re-register if the session request fails, thus to improve the user experience.   
2. Discussion
2.1 Current registration procedure
 According to current specification, UE performs registration using the following procedure:

 1)  UE does register or reregister, which may include several sub steps: UE sends register request, network challenges it, UE sends register request with challenge response, network sends register success response. 

 2)  If registration fails in 1), UE will try this procedure again, but using another P-CSCF address until the registration success or there is no P-CSCF address available.  
 So using this registration procedure, UE can select on working P-CSCF to establish session towards IMS network 

2.2 using registration procedure to re-select P-CSCF when the working P-CSCF fails 
 According to current specification, if the session request from UE towards network fails, --this may caused by the P-CSCF serviced for this user fails, but the UE will not do any recovery thing on it’s own initiative, it only may try sending the request several more times. The next action for UE is to re-register when the registration timer expires, then UE can select another P-CSCF using the procedure discussed in 2.1. But before that, UE can not initiate or receive any request. This may lead bad user experience, especially when the registration timer is set to be a long duration.    

 This paper proposes the UE may perform registration procedure when it fails to initiate request. Thus, the UE can use the registration procedure to re-select P-CSCF on its own initiative.
