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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank SA3 for the answers given in their LS on P-TMSI signature (the SA 3 answers were a response to the SA2 LS in S2-074791 (S3-070899)).

In your response, you requested that if SA2  “still decides that it needs to steal some bits from the P-TMSI signature field for non-security purposes, then SA3 asks that SA2 indicate exactly how many bits will be left for security purposes.”
SA2 would now like to inform SA3 that we believe that we have concluded our work on the identity mapping, and, as described in the normative Annex H of v8.2.0 of TS 23.401, we intend to “steal” 8 bits from the P-TMSI signature field, thus leaving 16 bits for security purposes.
