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1. Overall Description:
SA2 would like to thank CT3 for looking into the issue of uniquely identifying a UE resource request. Specifically the question is “Can the BBERF/PCEF uniquely identify UE-initiated resources when such resources are modified?”

SA2 has discussed the problem and agrees that the following principles allow the BBERF/PCEF to uniquely identify a resource request;
1) The UE shall when resources are requested include a TFT with at least packet filter identifiers,
2) All the packet filters provided by the UE for the same QCI shall be placed in the same PCC rule by the PCRF.  

Principle 1) has been clarified for 2G/3G in TS 23.060 CR662 (S2-084367). The same principle applies for LTE. Principle 2) may require clarification in TS 23.203.
Please note that the above solution only applies to 2G/3G UEs running MS/NW mode and LTE UEs. 2G/3G UEs running UE-only mode (which is only applicable when pre-Rel7 UEs or SGSNs are in the path) are handled differently since the PCRF performs the bearer binding.
