If PDP Contexts associated with the released RABs are to be preserved and  ISR is enabled, the SGSN sends Update Bearer Request to the S‑GW to remove the SGSN address for user plane and S4 GTP-U TEID (or RNC address for user plane and S12 GTP-U TEID in case of Direct Tunnel) . If ISR is not active and Direct Tunnel was established the SGSN may send Update Bearer Request to the S-GW to re-establish the GTP-U tunnel between the SGSN and S-GW.
B.
The S‑GW return an Update Bearer Response to SGSN.
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
