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1. Overall Description:

CT4 is currently working on stage 3 specification related to ME Identity Check over S13 interface. The stage 2 ME Identity Check procedures as described in TS 23.401 (section 5.3.10.5) indicates if the MME is configured to check the IMEI against the EIR, it will send a ME Identity Check (including ME Identity and IMSI) to EIR. 
The usage of IMSI in the ME Identity Check message is not clear to CT4, as it is not included in the current specification for MAP. It is hence difficult for CT4 to complete the stage 3 work on the description of the message parameters and detailed behaviour of the network elements, especially related to EIR. During the discussion, a question was raised whether MSISDN should also be included in the ME Identity Check message.
The existing MAP procedure for checking via the EIR currently only has IMEI in the request. CT4 notes that the new request in 23.401 has more parameters. So CT4 would like some background justification on why these extra parameters are provided and whether this would have also an impact on the existing Map procedure so that CT4 has conformity across interfaces.

In addition, SA2 has also defined the interface between S4-SGSN and HSS, i.e. S6d. In this case, one concern raised in CT4 was that whether there is a need to define the interface between the S4-SGSN and EIR.

2. Actions:

To SA2 group.

ACTION: 
CT4 kindly asks SA2 to clarify the usage of the IMSI parameter in the ME Identity Check message and consider whether MSISDN is also needed along with IMSI. 

CT4 kindly asks SA2 to consider the interface between S4-SGSN and EIR and also provide guidelines to CT4 whether S13 interface could also be used between S4-SGSN and EIR or a new interface is needed.
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
