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Abstract of the contribution: This paper discusses the consideration of how to establish IP connectivity when determining LBO or HR mode, especially when UE powers on in visited network.
Discussion

When an UE roams to visited network and powers on, PDN connectivity should be established for the UE. There are three cases of how to establish PDN connectivity according to scenarios in section 6.1, list as below:

(1) Only local IP connectivity is established

(2) only home network IP connectivity is established

(3) Both IP connectivity in home network and local network will be established

When the conditions can suit the three cases above, the network should select one as the default. In the selection procedure the home network may exchange information with the visited network.  

It should be possible for the core network to decide which case should be build while the UE powers on in visited network. The IMS may also be involved in the decision procedure. 

Proposal

It is proposed to update TR23.894 as below.

Scenarios
When considering use of Local Breakout or Home Routed, there are three choices to let the core network select. One is only visited network IP connectivity, one is only home network IP connectivity, and the third is both visited network and home network IP connectivity. It needs the core network to determine which mode would be selected, according to the roaming agreements, and user profiles and network protocols, etc. 

Both home network and visited network may be involved in decision on which mode of IP connectivity would be established, during the IP-CAN establishment. The IMS may also participate in the decision, as well as the EPC.
