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Abstract of the contribution

The following sections for TR 23.869 specify handling of emergency calls for GERAN.  Since the number of GERAN networks that support IMS real-time services will be limited, the specified handling is for the UE to originate the call in CS mode.

Key Issue 1: Emergency Calls over GERAN
5.2.4.1.1 
Description

The number of GERAN (A/Gb mode) networks that will support voice over IMS real-time services will be limited. So voice over IMS is not likely to be supported. 


5.2.4.1.2 
Solution 
If a UE is camped on a GERAN network, it is recommended that emergency calls should be initiated in CS mode. GERAN support for IMS emergency services will not be developed in this release.

GERAN Limited Service Mode Functionality
See subclause 5.2.4.1.  It is recommended that CS mode is used for UEs capable of A/Gb mode.
