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Abstract of the contribution: This paper proposes a way forward for the completion of the VCC for Emergency study item in 2008 to pave the way for standardization in Release 9 of Emergency Session Control and Emergency Session Continuity.
Discussion:
VCC for IMS Emergency seems to have taken a back seat in the IMS-SWG because of a lack of interest to drive the work to completion in Release 8 and other work items (i.e. IMS Centralized Services and IMS Service Continuity) taking centre stage. 
However, with ICS and SC complete in Release 8 and enhancements to these features being proposed in new WIDs, it would appear that there is a sufficient level of interest in VCC for Emergency to try and conclude on the study item this year. When ICS was discussed in Release 8, we agreed that Emergency Session Control for ICS Users would not be studied in Release 8, yet it seems we may have a quorum of interest in looking at a solution in Release 9. 

When companies last contributed to the VCC for IMS Emergency study item (March 2008) three architectures were proposed for VCC in the visited network. These adhered to the IMS emergency principles (session establishment in the visited network). The three architectures align in some respects (i.e. PS origination) but differ significantly in PS-CS domain transfer and CS origination. 
It is fair to say that the TR is about 70% complete, but there are a number of editors’ notes that need to be handled and some offline discussion that is required before we can conclude on a way forward. 

One of the goals of features like VCC was to avoid changes to the CS domain. In investigations between a number of companies, it appeared that re-routing an emergency call from CS to IMS could not be achieved by changes to configuration at the MSC (e.g. translations). To uphold this principle, we should look to simplify the current proposals as much as possible and understand how to best deal with specific limitations. We should also consider the use of an ICS enabled MSC in the visited network and how the existing architectures could be adapted.
SA2 should decide what parts of the study item are important for a standardized solution in Release 9 e.g.
1. PS origination and PS-CS transfer (with hand-back)

2. CS-origination and CS-PS transfer (with hand-back)

3. UICC-less solution or unauthenticated UE

SA2 should look at the importance of location continuity and emergency priority in the solutions and how we can achieve solutions without changing the CS network.

Also, there seems to be an interest in Single Radio aspects of emergency call continuity, of which this study should cover the IMS-aspects. SA2 should decide how best to cover off the non-IMS Single Radio aspects, i.e. if it is an assumption that the IMS aspects of Single Radio VCC are part of the SID, another SID or WID is required to cover the non-IMS aspects which will be handled in SA2 Plenary.
NOTE: There has already been a proposal to update the EPS/GPRS Emergency Call WID to cover Single Radio aspects for Emergency Call Continuity.

In an attempt to reach conclusion on this study, the proposal from the source companies would be:
· SA2#67: 

· Continue to work on outstanding issues in the current architectures. Look to see how we can simplify the architectures.

· Update SID to cover Single Radio aspects (IMS-only)

· Between SA2#67 and SA2#68: 
· Offline discussions with companies to see how best to conclude/compromise on an agreed architecture going forward.
· SA2#68: 
· Study Single Radio aspects.
· Start to form conclusions on some of the documented principles in the TR if possible.

· Send document to SA for Information.

· SA2#69: 

· Further conclusions.

· SA2#70: 
· Add “Emergency Session Control for ICS Users” to the Rel-9 ICS WID. 
· Add “Session Continuity of Emergency Calls” to the Rel-9 SC WID.

· Send TR to SA for Approval.

· Begin normative work.
NOTE: It is assumed that aspects of Emergency Session Control will be added in 23.292 and aspects of Emergency Session Continuity will be added to 23.237.
