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1. Overall Description:

CT1 has discussed the DNS reverse lookup used for the handover from 3GPP I-WLAN to a GPRS system. CT1 would like to point out the following:

In the actual architecture for I-WLAN mobility described in TS 23.327, the HA and the GGSN may be collocated or not. During the handover from 3GPP I-WLAN to 3GPP access two alternatives are described in TS 23.327 to activate the PDP context:

(a) One alternative is that the APN is pre-configured in the UE. 

(b) Another alternative is that the UE discovers the APN by performing the reverse DNS lookup procedure using the HA's IP address. 

For (b), this implies manual configuration of the DNS system as the HA’s IP address needs to be bound to the GGSN FQDN (i.e. APN).

2. Actions:

CT1 kindly asks SA2 to consider whether the manual configuration of the DNS system to enable reverse DNS lookup is an issue.
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
