	During SA2 #68 meeting CR 0057 Rev 1 to TS 23.237 was approved in order to avoid huge operator policy list: it was clarified that the essential criteria is the priority between different access networks.
However, further clarifications are needed because:

· it’s not clear whether access network restrictions for session transfer shall be checked for each supported type of media (or group of media types) or not;

· it’s not clear whether the same access network restrictions to session transfer apply to session origination as well;

· it’s not clear whether the condition “shall/should/may” on the execution of the Session Transfer shall be checked for each supported type of media (or group of media types) or for each access network;
· policy on preferred access networks for session origination is mentioned in section 6.3.4 but it is not explicitly stated.
Due to the fact that some of the new changes overlap with those in CR 0057 Rev1, we have included in the present CR also all the changes from CR 0057 Rev 1, so that the present CR completely replaces CR 0057 Rev 1.

- Change in text formatting for the condition “shall/should/may”.

6.3.4
Operator Policy and User Preferences

Operator Policy is provisioned in the network by the operator, and should be communicated to the UE during initial provisioning or via OMA Device Management [7]. Operator policy should be communicated to the UE, via OMA Device Management, whenever the policy is updated by the operator.

Operator policy shall indicate, for each supported type of media or group of media types:

-
a list of access networks that are restricted for both originating sessions and session transfer;

-
a list of preferred access networks (in order of priority) to be used by the UE with SC capabilities for both originating sessions and session transfer, when those access networks become available and session transfer is possible;

-
whether the UE with SC capabilities “SHALL” or “SHOULD” or “MAY” start transferring media components to target access networks with higher priorities than the current access network, when the target access networks become available and session transfer is possible;

-
whether to keep or drop non transferable media components in the case of partial session transfer.

User preferences may indicate for example:

-
preferred access networks.
The UE shall take in account operator policy, user preferences and the Local Operating Environment Information when deciding which access to use for outgoing calls or before considering initiating Session Transfer.
