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Following a joint session between 3GPP and IETF in 2006, participants organized a workshop for all SDOs and organizations working on IP-based emergency services work.  The 5th workshop was held October 21 – 23, 2008 in Vienna, Austria.  The goals of the workshop are:

· To learn more about the ongoing and upcoming emergency related work 

· To synchronize standardization efforts 

· To provide and to receive feedback

Participants were from a broad area, including: standardization organizations, regulators, researchers, VoIP providers, network operators, and stakeholders from the PSAP operator community.
Agenda topics included:

· Citizen-to-Authority emergency services topics including a panel discussion on regulatory policy and updates on projects.  The panel included representation from: European Emergency Number Association (EENA), Progress towards Emergency Services Deployment in the UK (John Medland), National Centre on Emergency Communication in Health - Norway (Tor Helland), Skype (Stephen Collins)
· Standards updates (IETF, WIMAX Forum, NENA, OMA, IEEE, 3GPP, DSL Forum, ATIS-ESIF, ETSI EMTEL, etc.)
· A tour of a PSAP in Vienna

· Authority-to-Authority standards updates

· Authority-to-Authority Communication

· Future of Emergency Services: Sensor Networking
