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Abstract of the contribution: This document proposes a clarification to the existing conclusion on the placement of the session transfer function for VCC for IMS Emergency.
Discussion:

The current conclusion in TR 23.826 on placement of the session transfer function states:

7.1
Placement of Session Transfer Function

The session transfer function for the VCC of emergency calls shall be placed in the visited IMS network when the emergency session is routed via a P-CSCF in the visited IMS network.

The assumptions for the work in TR 23.826 are based on the IMS Emergency principles that are standardized in 3GPP and documented in 23.167. In 23.167, in section 7.3, it states the following:
“For an attempt in the IM CN Subsystem of the PS domain, the attempt should be in the serving (visited if roaming) IM CN Subsystem of the PS domain.”
The principles for emergency session establishment are based upon whether the UE is located in a VPLMN or the HPLMN. When the UE is located in a visited network, then the IMS Emergency session should be established towards a P-CSCF in the visited network. When the UE is located in the home network, then the IMS Emergency session should be established towards a P-CSCF in the home network.

Additionally, it states in Section 4.1 that if a session is routed towards the home P-CSCF when the UE is roaming, then the home P-CSCF shall reject the emergency call indicating that the call should be established in the visited network:

10.
If an emergency session establishment request is routed to a P‑CSCF located in the home network, the home network should be able to detect that the session is for emergency service (whether indicated as such or not) and respond to the UE indicating that the UE should initiate an emergency session in the visited network (e.g. via the CS domain of the visited network).

This means that the conclusion in 7.1 is written with the location of the UE in mind. The conclusion as it stands currently documents the case where the UE is roaming and when the UE is not roaming. If we replace the words “visited” with “home”, this documents the case when the UE is not roaming:
The session transfer function for the VCC of emergency calls shall be placed in the home IMS network when the emergency session is routed via a P-CSCF in the home IMS network.
With the assumption that visited=home when the UE is not roaming and the assumption that the location of the P-CSCF depends upon whether the UE is roaming or not for successful establishment of an emergency session, the following recommendation is proposed to the conclusion. 
Proposal:

Modify the conclusion in TR 23.826 as follows by using the text in section 7.3 of TS 23.167 as a guideline:
