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Abstract of the contribution: The paper discusses the applicability of MSISDN sharing in CS domain for ICS subscribers.
1. Discussion
An IMS user is allowed to register the same IMPU with several devices. This causes several correlation issues when performing domain transfer and terminated access domain selection. Several proposals to solve these problems were discussed inside and outside the meeting.
Some of these solutions to identify the UE rely on the MSISDN received via the CS access. It was pointed out that the MSISDN might be shared in CS domain, which would then mean that the MSISDN cannot anymore be used to uniquely identify a certain UE.
The authors of this paper don’t share this view:
· ICS users have all their services centralised in the IMS. There is no reason why there should be an exception for use of MSISDN sharing in CS domain as all calls are anyway routed to the IMS and in IMS forking can be used to reach multiple devices.

· If MSISDN sharing in CS domain needs to be considered, then this would impact some other parts of TS 23.237 and TS 23.292 as well and probably goes beyond the correlation discussion. For example, SA2 has never discussed MSISDN sharing when describing the enhanced MSC Server procedures. We would recommend not re-working existing procedures in TS 23.237 and TS 23.292 to enable MSISDN sharing in CS domain.
· MSISDN sharing in CS domain is a GSM feature, which is not standardised. There are several   implementation specific (proprietary) realisations out there in operator’s networks. Therefore it is not possible to take MSISDN sharing in CS domain into account.
 

2. Proposal

- Conclude that MSISDN sharing in CS domain is out of scope for ICS users.
- Conclude that the MSISDN can be used in IMS to unequally identify UEs from IMS subscribers.
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
