Definitions and abbreviations

For the purposes of the present document, the [following] terms and definitions TR 21.905 [1] apply.

Service Control of a Session: It includes:
- Transfer of media components of a session between different controlled UEs;

- Addition of new media components to controlled UEs;

- Removal of media components of an ongoing session from controlled UEs.


Controller UE: The UE which provides the Service Control for session(s) in itself as well as in other UE(s) under the same user subscription. 

Local Media: Media established on the Controller UE.

Remote Media: Media established on a UE different from the Controller UE; the service control  for this Remote Media is controlled by the Controller UE.

Media UE: The UE used to set up the Remote Media; it provides the functions necessary to setup and maintain the Remote Media.  

Remote Media Session: A session established between IMS and the Controller UE with at least one Remote Media; it may also include one or more Local Media.
Media Session: A session established between the network and the Media UE for set-up and control of the Remote Media.
