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Abstract of the contribution: This paper discusses requirement of mid call service continuity.
1. Introduction 
Some solution alternatives for mid call service continuity have been discussed during past SA2 meeting. We concluded that all the possible solutions should be documented in tr 23.838 for further and detail analysis. This paper proposes that UE/User input should be taken into account when performing session transfer. 

There are two scenarios which support the above requirement. 

a) The user may not want transfer the held session to the radio  

We can suppose the user have two simultaneously voice sessions in 3G coverage, one in CS is active, the other in PS is held. Then the UE detects that the 3G coverage is almost died and 2G radio coverage and WLAN coverage are available, then the UE/User wants to transfer the active voice session (which is currently in 3G CS ) to 2G CS and transfer the held session(which is currently in 3G PS) to WLAN.

b) The user may change the session status during session transfer procedure. 

We can suppose the user/UE has two sessions towards remote ends, Session One is held and the Session Two is active. When UE detect the current radio signal is not good, it triggers the session transfer procedure and sends session transfer request (e.g. SETUP) towards network. When SCC AS receives session transfer request, it decides to transfer the active session, which is Session Two at this moment. While before this session transfer procedure is finished, the USER changes the active session to be held and change the held session to active, then the session status became that Session One is active and Session Two is held. But the SCC AS still transfers two session according to their previous status, which is keep Session Two active and Session one held. This in fact is wrong and makes the user confused.   

2. Proposal
We propose the above scenarios should be supported by the proposed solutions.
