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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank CT1 for their liaison statement regarding Indication of mobile access network type/capabilities to IMS. 
In the LS, CT1 asked SA2:

1) if the above proposed scheme is acceptable with regard to signalling load on the network and to UE battery consumption, keeping in mind that VoIP would typically be activated on a comprehensive service area, typically a dense city or large business area.
SA2 has agreed that the requirements currently in TS 23.228, section 5.2.2.4, regarding re-registration, need to be updated in order to cover the change of the capabilities of the IP-CAN. In this respect, SA2 intends to produce a CR against TS 23.228. However, it was also agreed in SA2 that the UE shall not be mandated to perform an immediate re-registration when only the capabilities of the access network change, in order to allow UE implementations to take appropriate steps against "ping-pong" scenario near "borders" of different access network capabilities.
Also in CT1's LS, it was asked of SA2:

2) whether a network-based solution may be feasible and preferable.
SA2 believes that considering a network-based mechanism is not feasible for Release-8. SA2 has not yet considered any associated work item for Rel-9 or beyond.
