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Introduction

Discussion

The following definitions were added to TR 23.828 to represent a session involving service control and media provided by more that one UE.

1. Service instance: A logical set of one or more multimedia sessions (on one or more UEs) anchored in the SCC AS that are combined as one multimedia session towards a remote leg.

The term “service instance” does not seem to be a proper representation of a physical end-to-end session of set of sessions. The following replacement is recommended for better representation of the functionality: 

Collaborative Session: A logical set of one or more IMS sessions (on two or more UEs belonging to the same end user) anchored in the SCC AS that are combined as one IMS session towards a Remote Leg.
Other terms and definitions are also updated to align with this change.
2. Media Control signalling: A signalling path used to manage media flows on a UE’s access leg..

The term Media Control results in ambiguity as it’s generally used in context of Media Control such as H.248. 

TS 23.292 specifies the following term for a particular UE’s access leg:

Access Leg: The call leg between the UE and the SCC AS

 It’s recommended to reuse the term Access Leg by updating its definition to apply to more than one UEs belonging to the same end user.

Access Leg: The call leg between one or more UEs belonging to the same end user and the SCC AS
3. STI set: A set of STIs that uniqely identifies a service instance
This term is not needed at this stage; suggest removing it till we introduce content that uses it.

4. Service Control signalling: A signalling path used to perform service control of a service instance.
This term is not needed at this stage; suggest removing it till we introduce content that uses it.

Collaborative Session A logical set of one or more IMS sessions (on two or more UEs under the control of the same user) anchored in the SCC AS that are combined as one IMS session towards a Remote Leg.








Controller UE: A UE that provides the service control for a Collaborative Session.

Controllee UE: A UE that provides the media flows, but does not provide the service control for a Collaborative Session.
