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Abstract of the contribution: The document adds information about IP-CAN availability in today’s networks.
1. Discussion

In S2-087919, it was suggested that an ICS UE may need to control supplementary service settings via I1. With this proposal I1 would be used as an Ut like reference point to perform the needed operation with the TAS. An important issue here is, whether there is a need to have an alternative to Ut at all. This question is strongly related to the availability of IP-CAN in today’s networks worldwide.
GPRS/EDGE/WCDMA deployment statistic and coverage maps are provided under http://www.gsacom.com. These statistics show that most networks are packet capable. So, it can be questioned if its worth to spend the effort to add extra complexity to the network and the UE at all.

Once we are going to decide whether an alternative to Ut is needed, up to date IP-CAN availability information is useful. This proposal adds a Note containing a link towards the Global mobile Suppliers Association, which offers helpful statistical information on IP-CAN availability, and adds a few words once a user leaves IP-CAN coverage for a while.
