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1 Overview

Liaison to inform 3GPP SA2 of potential improvements to the IP-SM-GW for supporting CPM messaging

2 Proposal

The OMA MWG CPM Group would like to inform 3GPP SA2 that they are developing a converged messaging service enabler that enables multimedia messaging by building on the existing messaging service experiences.

CPM messaging has requirements for interworking with SMS, which are quite similar to those developed for Instant Messaging interworking by 3GPP. For your convenience, a link to the latest CPM Requirements Document is provided.

The OMA MWG-CPM Group expects that functional enhancements to the IP-SM-GW may be required to support functionality of the CPM messaging enabler.

An analysis of those improvements will be communicated to SA2 in the future, to be considered in the Release 9 time frame.
