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Introduction

This contribution summarizes the SA2-related highlights from TSG-SA#42.

Overall summary

- Release 9 timeline

Release 9 stage-1 was frozen with one exception on “Enhanced H-(e)NB”. It was clarified that SA2 can work on “Enhanced HNB/HeNB”  on the basis of the Stage 1 in TS 22.220 (even that is not an approved TS yet), with the only exception of local IP access, which is still considered unstable from a SA1 perspective.

The target date of June 2009 for Release 9 stage-2 freeze was re-confirmed. 
Note that this target date equally applies to SAE, IMS, and other features.
- Prioritization of Rel-9 features

TSG SA#42 discussed the overload situation of SA2 with respect to features in its 3GPP packet access stream (see Table 1 in SP-080684).

TSG SA#42  has agreed that among the 3GPP packet access related features, the following 2 items are fundamental for Release 9, and that Release 9 cannot be considered complete until they have been completed:

1.  GPRS and EPS aspects of IMS Emergency:

2. Fundamental elements of Home NodeB / eNodeB feature

TSG-SA#42 did not discuss prioritisation of features from other areas (i.e from non-3GPP or IMS areas). 

Further details of the prioritisation can be found in SP-080875 wich will be treated at SA2#70 as an incoming LS.

- Emergency call-back indication

TSG-SA#42 agreed to remove the functionality of explicit PSAP call-back indication from Rel-7 onwards. SA2 is asked to align TS 23.167 with this decision, see SP-080859.

- Enhancement for IMS Session Policy

There was a company-initiated discussion paper in SP-080873 on “Enhancement for IMS Session Policy”, introducing the issue of how to determine the SDP information optimal or associated to the current access network or the end to end path. It was understood that this topic should be discussed in SA2 to start with, but  there was no endorsement by TSG-SA that this work should be done.
- List of Technical Specifications for Comon IMS

A draft of 21.202 was presented that lists the 3GPP TSs constituting “Common IMS”. Interested companies are welcome to provide further input to this draft directly to John Meredith.

- SA2 leadership election

TSG-SA#42 agreed with SA2’s request to hold all its elections (chair, 2 vice chairs, IMS SWG leadership) all together at SA2#72 (March/2009).
SA2 documents:

- CRs:

All SA2 CRs were approved as provided to SA plenary without major revisions or comments.

- TSs and TRs:

All TSs/TRs sent for information were noted without any major comments.
All TSs/TRs sent for approval to SA#42 were approved.

- SIDs/WIDs

SA2’s proposed WID on ANDSF enhancements was revised to clarify that there are no interactions between ANDSF procedures and PLMN selection procedures. The revised WID was approved in SP-080883.

All other SA2 WIDs/SID(s) were approved as such.
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
