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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks CT1 for their liaison statement regarding Indication of mobile access network type/capabilities to IMS. 

In the LS, CT1 outlined a problem how network can always have up to date information on the type and capabilities of the mobile access being used by UE. The LS also presented a possible solution based on UE performing re-registration each time the network capabilities change. Certain concerns (e.g. battery consumption and excessive signalling due to re-registrations) were also raised.
Below please find SA2 responses to the specific questions:

1) CT1 kindly asks RAN2 and SA2 if the above proposed scheme is acceptable with regard to signalling load on the network and to UE battery consumption, keeping in mind that VoIP would typically be activated on a comprehensive service area, typically a dense city or large business area.
SA2 concluded that this mechanism is already described in the procedures defined in TS 23.228. However, the stage 2 does not mandate UE to perform re-registration when the capabilities of the access network change. Furthermore, SA2 concluded that such functionality is not required due to the network based solution mentioned below. .

2) CT1 kindly asks SA2 and RAN2 whether a network-based solution may be feasible and preferable. For instance, the UE indicates the mobile access network type/capabilities at normal IMS registration, and the access network systems keep the IMS network informed of the changes of this information.

SA2 concluded that a network-based solution is feasible and preferable. This mechanism is already described in TS 23.228, where the P-CSCF may subscribe at the PCRF to notifications of the status of the IMS Signalling connectivity. Furthermore SA2 concluded that there is no mechanism in the current SIP protocol in the Mw reference point to carry the notifications on the access network type changes from P-CSCF to S-CSCF. Furthermore SA2 concluded to define the procedure for access network type notifications the Mw reference point in TS 23.228, for actual changes please refer to tdoc S2-090381. SA2 kindly asks CT1 to define the corresponding protocol.
