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1. Overall Description:

SA2 likes to thank SA5 for their LS describing the SA5 considerations for an inter-access system handover scenarios without a common mobility anchor, i.e. a mobility anchor point change without service interruption. SA2 is currently specifying such scenarios for IMS based services within the work on IMS session continuity.
It is SA2’s understanding that a seamless accounting and charging of subscribers conducting such anchor point changes can be ensured by the charging functions as long as both anchor points are connected to the same PCRF or at least AF. If this is the case, identical information about the user and the service can be provided to the target PCEF and thus can be forwarded to the charging functions to enable a correlation with any previous information received from the source PCEF. 
Consequently, SA2 is currently not seeing a need for an additional mechanism to enable the exchange of information (e.g. charging identifiers and further potentially required charging-related information) between the two involved anchor points (i.e. PCEFs).
