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Abstract of the contribution: Proposes to add an alternative to enforce user preferences with UE-assisted T-ADS for the case the UE supports UE assisted T-ADS.
1. Proposal

In SA2#70 it was agreed to study the case of providing and enforcing user preferences that will assist in the access domain selection for IMS Service Continuity. The authors of the document believe that for the case the UE support UE-assisted T-ADS (abbreviated UE T-ADS in TS23.237) then the user preferences can be locally enforced in the UE through some MMI interactions (e.g. UI selection in the call alert) without the need for extra signalling between UE and SCC AS.  Hence in this document it is proposed to add an alternative for the support of enforcement of user preferences (as per the agreement in SA2#70) by using UE assisted T-ADS for the case of UE that support UE-assisted T-ADS.

Alternative 1: Enforcing user preferences with UE T-ADS

This solution is based on the use of UE T-ADS in order to enforce the user preferences for access domain selection and is applicable only in the case of UE that supports UE T-ADS. With this alternative the user is enforcing his/her preferences by manipulating the UE T-ADS locally in the terminal. In that respect for the UEs that are supporting UE T-ADS is not necessary to provide user preferences in the SCC AS.
