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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution provides cleanups to IUT related definitions.
Discussion:
Even though we have made some significant progress on terminology related to Inter UE Transfer for Service Continuity, there are still a few problems with the current definitions. First, there is no distinction between a simple transfer of a session to another UE such as using Explicit Call Transfer (ECT) procedures versus the use of IUT to establish a Collaborative Session with another UE (or set of UEs). The case where the user transfers the session on her office phone to her mobile phone is not necessarily a Service Continuity IUT procedure. To avoid ambiguity, we need to clarify that the Service Continuity procedures do not cover such a case. This contribution proposes some clarifications in this regard.

Secondly, there is a problem with the use of the term Service Control to describe the overall control of a Collaborative Session. Currently Service Control is a very broadly used term applied to a number of topics (including other capabilities in TS 23.237 and the current TR) and it seems unlikely that it can be used in this more restrictive manner and be correctly understood. It is proposed to not use the term Service Control in this fashion but rather to adopt the term Collaborative Session Control for the control over a Collaborative Session.

There are a couple of other more minor problems. The Inter UE Transfer definition seems to be revised from the existing definition in 23.237 with very little actual change. Also the Keep and Release control definitions referred to a mode of operation rather than a procedure. This is also changed.

Definitions and abbreviations

3.1
Definitions
For the purposes of the present document, the terms and definitions in TR 21.905 [1] and the following apply.

 

Collaborative Session: A logical set of one or more IMS sessions (on two or more UEs sharing the same IMS subscription) anchored in the SCC AS that are presented on the Remote Leg as a single IMS session.
Note: Procedures for a Collaborative Session with more than one Controller UE are not specified in this release.






Collaborative Session Control: The ability of the Controller UE to control IMS sessions comprising a Collaborative Session in order to add/remove/transfer media flows and perform IMS supplementary services (3GPP TS 22.173 & 24.173) as part of the Collaborative Session.
Collaborative Session Control Signalling Path: A signalling path used to perform Collaborative Session Control.
Controller UE: The UE that provides the Collaborative Session Control of a Collaborative Session, and may also provide media flows for a Collaborative Session.
Controlee UE: A UE that provides media flows for a Collaborative Session, and is subordinate to the Controller UE for session control.
Inter UE Transfer: Transfer at the IMS-level of all or some of the media flows and associated signalling between UEs under the control of the same subscription.  
NOTE: Inter UE Transfers related to Service Continuity procedures address Collaborative Sessions and do not encompass all possible inter-UE transfers. For example Explicit Call Transfer and other possible procedures are not covered in this document.
IUT-Keep Collaborative Session Control: An IUT procedure resulting in the source UE to assume the role of the Controller UE, even if it results in having no media flows left on this UE.
IUT-Release Collaborative Session Control: A UE procedure resulting in the source UE to relinquishe Collaborative Session Control; the source UE may assume the role of a Controlee UE if it retains one or more media flows.
Media Control Signalling Path: A signalling path used by the Controlee UE to manage its IMS session established to provide media flow(s) for a Collaborative Session.
STI set: A set of STIs that uniquely identify a Collaborative Session.
