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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks RAN2 for their LS on the introduction of SR-VCC capability for UTRAN cell by which RAN2 proposes to introduce a "SR-VCC Cell Indicator" in order to help the UE deciding whether a Mobile Originated voice call should be setup as a CS voice call or a VoIP call i.e. this information could then be seen as a "VoIP preferred" indication to Call Control layer.

SA2 understands the need for the UE to get VoIP and SRVCC network capability before initiating a voice call, but would like to share with RAN2 the need for a more global approach.
SA2 believes that the operator policy regarding the VoIP preference might be more complex, and that VoIP may also be selected for a cell that is VoIP capable but not SR-VCC capable. Either a separate flag or a combined VoIP/SRVCC capability should be introduced rather than a flag just indicating SRVCC cell capability.

SA2 also believes that the Core Network SRVCC capability should be provided to the UE since it is a separate feature from the SRVCC cell capability: it requires the MME to support SRVCC but also the possible target MSC's. For this, SA2 suggests that the CN SRVCC capability is provided to the UE as soon as the UE is registered to the CN, i.e. via the Attach Accept and LAU/RAU Accept messages rather than via the SIB 1 NAS system information (GSM-MAP) which is used to only provide information needed for the UE attach/registration.
