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1. Overall Description:

SA2 Thank SA5 and CT4 for their LS’s (S5-091092) and (C4-090565) on PGW Charging for PMIP based S5/S8 – “Charging Id” respectively.
SA2 have discussed the topic and have agreed to the following guidance.

Based on the consideration that PCC deployment is optional, it is considered necessary adding the charging ID VSO option to PMIP, to be carried in session establishment, Routing/Tracking Area Update procedures and Handover, involving SGW change.

It was not considered necessary to make the inclusion of the Charging ID mandatory in every PMIP binding update Acknowledge as in some procedures this is not necessary as:
· If PCC is deployed it can be used to carry the charging ID between the PGW and SGW

· In some PMIP PBU ACK messages the charging Id does not need to be included.

As a result, SA2 also have agreed to the attached CRs to 23.402 and 23.203 to further clarify the matter.
