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Abstract of the contribution: The paper proposes that if the user is in a Collaborative session and there is another incoming call to the user, the SCC AS may select the contact of the Controller UE for terminating the session when performing T-ADS.
Discussion
The function of T-ADS in SCC AS is specified in TS 23.292 and TS 23.237. As specified in TS 23.292, “T-ADS shall take into account the access network and UE capabilities, IMS registration status, CS status, existing active sessions, and operator policies.” 

Here, taking into consideration of IUT introduced in TR 23.838, if there is an existing active Collaborative Session in the UEs of the ICS/SC user, it may bring some benefits to select the contact of the controller UE when performing T-ADS for delivering an incoming session to the user.
For example, in the following scenarios the terminating session can not be accepted by the user if T-ADS delivers it to the Controllee UE of a Collaborative Session:
1. The Controllee UE is in a CS call of the Collaborative Session, i.e. the CS media flow in the UE is part of a Collaborative Session controlled by another UE (the Controller UE). If at that time a new incoming call is delivered to the UE via the CS access network selected by T-ADS, the user can not accept the call on the UE even if he/she wants to, because the UE, as a Controllee UE of the Collaborative Session, can not hold the first CS call.
2. The Controllee UE is in a different place from the user, but the T-ADS select the UE as target, then the call can not be accepted.
In scenario 1, if the T-ADS delivers the incoming call to the Controller UE, the user can then decide on the Controller UE whether he/she will accept the call or not, and if accept, whether on the Controllee UE (putting the ongoing CS media on hold firstly), the controller UE, or other UE (by redirection).
In scenario 2, since the Controller UE is usually near to the user, if the T-ADS delivers the incoming call to the Controller UE, the user can then decide whether he/she will accept the call on the Controller UE or other UE at hand (by redirection).
Additionally, the Controller UE of a Collaborative Session is usually the most convenient/preferred UE for the user to perform the control. So it will present a better user experience of centralized control to allow the SCC AS to deliver the incoming session to the Controller UE.
Proposal
It is suggested that when performing T-ADS the SCC AS may select the contact of the Controller UE for delivering an incoming session to the user if it determines that a Collaborative session exists for the UEs under the same subscription. And the following changes are proposed to TR 23.838.
