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	Referring to the discussion in S2-092196 it is assumed that UE has ongoing emergency call in HRPD network. When UE moves into EUTRAN coverage, UE can select to stay in the CDMA 2000 network or perform the inter RAT Handover to LTE access. However, neither the Optimized nor non-optimized handover to LTE could maintain good performance and user experience, which probably leads to the fail of the ongoing emergency call. Compared with above situation, staying within CDMA2000 network, intra RAT handover if needed is a better solution for this scenario.

	
	

	Summary of change:
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	It is proposed that following clarification is added when the UE has an ongoing emergency call in non-3GPP access (i.e.HRPD), the handover from non-3GPP to 3GPP access shall not be initiated until the ongoing emergency call is completed.
