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	According to 23.060 CR 0761 approved at SA 43, the MS now includes a teardown indicator so that the PDN GW will deactivate the default PDP context. The entire PDP context will not be deactivated in the absence of this indicator to comply with the expectations of a MS unable to support the 'default PDP context' concept.

	Upon delete bearer messages - the 'teardown indicator' does not need to be considered in terms of the S-GW behavior. The S4 SGSN will either apply the SGSN initiated PDN connection Deactivation Procedure or the SGSN Initiated Bearer Deactivation procedure, as per clause 9.2.4.1A in TS 23.060. When SGSN Initiated PDN connection Deactivation is used, the determination of whether to detach or merely deactivate bearers or remove the PDN connection by means of PMIP messages exchanged with the PDN GW is taken by the S-GW without need to consider the teardown indicator, as per the S-GW Initiated PDN Disconnection Procedure for PMIP-based S5/S8 in 23.402 clause 5.6.2.1.
