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1. Overall Description:

CT1 would like to thank SA2 for their LS on Emergency indication from the UE (S2-092884/C1-091496).

CT1 discussed the issues mentioned in the SA2 LS, i.e.:

a) whether emergency attach should be indicated using an updated Attach Type IE or to add a new IE; and

b) whether an emergency PDN/PDP Connection should be requested using emergency APN, an updated Request Type IE or to add a new IE.

On issue a) CT1 came to the conclusion that the best solution is to update the existing Attach Type IE to support emergency attach request. The main reason is that it is then possible for CT1 to design a solution that triggers error handling when an emergency capable UE requests an emergency attach in a pre-Rel9 EPS network.

Also for issue b) CT1 recommends to avoid the addition of a new IE to indicate emergency PDN/PDP Connection.

On the issue b) remaining choice of indicating emergency PDN/PDP Connection with an emergency APN or an updated Request Type in it was concluded that both alternatives are technically feasible for CT1 and at this point in time no strong arguments were found to make CT1 prefer one solution or the other. CT1 will therefore make a decision based on future discussion.

CT1 regrets not being able to provide better guidance for SA2 in the choice between emergency APN and an updated Request Type, however CT1 foresees no major problems implementing either solution once a decision has been made.

2. Actions:

CT1 kindly ask SA2 to note CT1's response and to keep CT1 informed about SA2's further decisions with regard to emergency indication in NAS messages.
