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Abstract of the contribution: 

The purpose of this document is to discuss the issue of the necessity of adding indication of recommended QoS in UE requested bearer resource modification procedure.
1 Introduction

The UE requested bearer resource modification procedure allows the UE to request a addition/modification of bearer resources for a particular traffic flow aggregate. The UE can request or modify an EPS quality of service (QCI and optionally also GBR). 
According to S2-091760 which was approved in SA2#71, " If the requested QoS is not granted (i.e. the requested QoS cannot be accepted or resources could not be allocated) the PDN GW sends a reject indication (with a cause indicating the reason why the request failed or was rejected), which shall be delivered to the UE.", in UE requested bearer resource modification procedure.
2 Discussion

The specification does not describe what would the UE act after UE has received the "reject indication" from the PDN GW. Probably UE will downgrade the requested QoS parameters, but UE does not know enough information from the network as reference, which will probably lead to another reject indication from the PDN-GW again.
What's more, the non-standardized QCI and the dynamic policy of the operator in roaming scenario will make the situation more complicated. So without the indication of the "recommended QoS parameter" from the PDN-GW, UE will probably waste much signalling on the QoS parameter negotiation procedure and it is a big waste of system resource especially in RAN. 
Considering that the PDN GW can forward the cause indicating the reason why the request failed, why the PDN GW does not give UE the "recommended QoS parameter" as part of the "cause indication". The PDN GW can indicate the UE the QoS parameter can be granted, which is at the same time "closest" to the QoS parameter requested by the UE.   


3 Conclusion and Proposal
It is proposed to agree the following requirements:
The PDN-GW should optionally add indication of the recommended QoS parameters in UE requested bearer resource modification procedure as part of the "cause indication".
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
