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1. Overall Description:

CT1 would like to thank SA2 for their LS in S2-093009 on CSFB configuration, and to provide the following answers/feedback to the two questions raised by SA2.

Q1: What is the expected mechanism to configure a UE that is capable to support both MMTEL(VoIP) and CS Fallback to perform CS Fallback procedures? Does CT1 expect to re-use the mechanisms described in the preferred domain element in TS 24.216?

CT1's answer:

There is currently no specific mechanism defined to configure a UE, which is capable to support both voice over IMS and CS fallback, to perform CS fallback procedures.

The answer to the second part of the question Does CT1 expect to re-use the mechanisms described in the preferred domain element in TS 24.216? is provided by CT1 in the reply LS to S2-091781.

Q2: How does the aforementioned configuration relate to the CS/PS modes of operation mentioned in TS 24.301?

CT1's answer:

The original intention with the CS/PS mode 1 and CS/PS mode 2 UE modes of operation, as defined in 3GPP TS 24.301, is to allow different UE behaviour when a CS fallback capable UE can not roam for CS services in a VPLMN, this to fulfil SA1 requirement as defined in 3GPP TS 22.278 subclause 7.1.7.2. By definition (see 3GPP TS 24.301 subclause 4.3), these modes of operation are active in the UE when the UE is already configured to use CS fallback.

It should be noted that there is no intention to use these CS/PS modes in the UE as a criterion to select the domain where the call should be originated. 

Considering the requirement from CS fallback stage 2 below (3GPP TS 23.272 subclause 4.5):

If a UE is configured to use IMS voice services it shall, if registered to IMS, initiate voice calls over IMS, even if it is EPS/IMSI attached.

NOTE 1:
The home operator has to be able to activate/deactivate the UE configuration to use IMS voice services by means of device management in order to allow alignment with HPLMN support of IMS voice services.

it is CT1 understanding that registration to both IMS and CS domain is allowed for the CS fallback capable UE, and for the case the UE is registered to both CS domain (i.e. configured to use CS fallback) and IMS, and configured to use IMS voice services, the priority domain for originating a normal voice call would be IMS. This would be independently whether the UE operates in CS/PS mode 1 or CS/PS mode 2.
