For initiating a new session from the local end when Collaborative Session control is provided by the Controller UE and one of more media flow(s) is provided by Controllee UE(s), the Controller UE requests setup of one or more media flow(s) to be provided by the Controller UE and/or the Controllee UE(s), with use of standard IMS signalling for Collaborative Session control toward the SCC AS.  For new media flow(s) requested on the Controllee UE(s), the SCC AS initiates the procedures to establish the media flow(s) toward the Controllee UE(s). Upon successful response from the Controlle UE(s), the SCC AS initiates the procedures for set up of the Remote Leg combining the Collaborative Session control with the media description of the media flow(s) on respective Access Legs.
