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Abstract of the contribution: This paper propose to reference only the clause in TS 23.292 from TS 23.216 which specifies the use of UE T-ADS for SRVCC UEs.
Discussion
UE T-ADS is a functionality described in TS 23.292.  The UE T-ADS, based on configuration, takes into account operator policy and local access network capabilities, and performs the following:

· Detect media that is candidate for delivery over the CS domain associated with an incoming INVITE

· Identify the domain in which the session is to be established (CS or PS)

· Determines the mechanism to complete the establishment (origination or termination) - applicable to sessions to be established in the CS domain only.
· Notifies the SCC AS of the mechanism the establishment will be

There are two modes of UE T-ADS according to our understanding:
· SRVCC UE and ISR is active: T-ADS assumes the UE to be reachable via PS for bi-directional speech, but the UE is camping on an access on which speech can only be delivered via CS domain. Either the UE (“CS origination”) or the SCC AS (“CS termination”) has to establish the CS bearer.
· ICS UE: T-ADS selects IMS for the service control signalling and leaves it to the UE to decide to use CS domain or PS domain for the speech media. The UE establishes the CS bearer (“CS origination”).
This understanding is derived from TS 23.292, which describes the following terminating cases for UEs with and without UE T-ADS: 
· SRVCC UE with UE T-ADS:

· Clause 7.4.1.3 describes for terminating sessions that use PS media and for (SRVCC) UE with T-ADS and in case ISR is active, that PS domain cannot be used for the speech media and that the UE decides whether CS bearer may be setup from UE (“CS originating”) or from SCC AS (“CS terminating”). 

· Dual-radio UE without T-ADS

· Clause 7.4.1.2 describes for terminating sessions that use PS media and for UE without T-ADS, that PS domain cannot be used for the speech media and CS bearer is setup from SCC AS (“CS terminating”). 

· ICS UE: Clause 7.4.2.2.2 describes for terminations with CS media using the Gm reference point the following two cases:

· SCC AS performs T-ADS (no UE T-ADS): The SCC AS selects IMS for the service control signalling when the ICS UE is registered in the IMS and chooses the CS domain for the setup of the media. The CS bearer is setup from the SCC AS (“CS terminating”).
· SCC AS performs initial T-ADS selecting IMS for the service control signalling when the ICS UE is registered in the IMS, and the UE T-ADS on the UE selects whether the CS domain or the PS domain is used for the setup of the media. The CS bearer is setup from the UE (“CS originating”).
Observations:

In TS 23.292, there is only one clause 7.4.1.3 applicable for SRVCC UE regarding UE-TADS and for call cases described in TS 23.216. According to TS 23.216, UE T-ADS is a mandatory function for all 3GPP SRVCC UEs (an excerpt of TS 23.216: “3GPP SRVCC UE shall support UE assisted T-ADS functionality as described in TS 23.292 [13] for selecting the CS domain for terminating voice calls.”) but the text references whole of TS 23.292 whereby only one clause contains the relevant call case.
Proposal:
· Only clause 7.4.1.3 in TS 23.292 is applicable for SRVCC UEs and the reference in TS 23.216 to TS 23.292 should be enhanced to only reference this clause in order to avoid ambiguities. 

Conclusion / Proposal
It is proposed to discuss the above-made proposal and if acceptable, to agree on the accompanying CR for TS 23.216. 
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
