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Abstract of the contribution: This paper proposes that the PS-PS HO for SRVCC emergency session should be left to RAN WG.

Editor’s Note: It is FFS whether MME should only be initiating PS-CS HO for SRVCC emergency (i.e., no PS-PS HO).
This paper proposes to let RAN3 to determine this issue.

2. Discussion
TS 22.101 has defined the following for IMS emergency:

10.4
Emergency calls in the IM CN subsystem

The IM CN subsystem shall support IMS emergency calls. It shall be possible to set up emergency calls initiated by an emergency call number.

 NOTE:
Other forms than speech for emergency services are for further study. 

An emergency call shall take precedence over any other services a UE may be engaged in, if required by local regulation.

Emergency calls from an unauthenticated UE (as far as the IM CN is concerned) shall be supported by the IM CN subsystem, if required by local regulation.

It is clear from above that non voice component is not defined. As such, if MME/SGSN prevents the non-voice PS HO does not conflict with SA1 requirement.

However, preventing PS HO for non voice in IMS emergency requires some new function in MME/SGSN. In R8, MME/SGSN follows the indication from (E)-UTRAN and does not make any determination on its own. Therefore, we should continue to follow that principle in MME/SGSN. So this EN is really for RAN3 to solve.
