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Abstract of the contribution: This paper proposes that if both emergency bearer and normal voice bearer are active, then SRVCC is only executed for emergency bearer.
1. Introduction

During SA2#72, the following editor’s note was introduced in CR0072 (S2-092792): 

Editor’s note: the procedure on how MME knows emergency session is ongoing needs to be verified with the procedures defined in TS 23.401 for R9.
This paper proposes the following principles in this release and deletes the above editor’s note.

2. Discussion
It is our understanding that Emergency bearer may continue to exist for a short duration after the IMS emergency session after the application level is released. At the same time, it is possible that normal EPS bearer for IMS voice existed in parallel with Emergency bearer. 

So far, we have not discussed the parallel sessions (normal and IMS) bearer handling in SRVCC when they both are active. It is propose to exclude this type of handling in R9.

Therefore, it should be stated that when emergency bearer is active, SRVCC procedure is executed only for the emergency bearer. Any other bearers are released after SRVCC.

The editor note above can also be deleted because the interworking behaviour in the MME/SGSN is specified. A note can be stated in TS 23.216 to clarify that SRVCC for normal IMS voice session will fail when emergency bearer is not released.

3. Proposal
1. Delete the above editor note in CR0072

2. Agree that MME/SGSN executes the SRVCC only for the emergency voice bearer if it is active. Any other voice bearers are released after SRVCC and add a note to TS 23.216 to clarify that SRVCC for normal IMS voice session will fail when emergency bearer is not released (see CR to 23.216 “SRVCC principle for normal and emergency bearer”.)
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
