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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks CT3 for the Liaison received in C3-091574 regarding ARP Handling When UE-init Bearer Modification.
The PCRF gets informed about the subscribed ARP during IP-CAN Session establishment when the default Bearer QoS is provided from PCEF to PCRF. The subscribed ARP is typically applied for all PCC rules unless the associated services have specific requirements. If this is the case, the PCRF would either be informed via the Rx reference point that a certain priority should be given to e.g. an IMS session or the PCRF could be configured to apply a certain priority to a specific service. Based on this information the PCRF makes a decision on which ARP to apply for a certain PCC rule.

This principle in the PCRF should apply also for the special case of an MS initiated Modification procedure using S4 when the UE attempts to modify an existing bearer that was established using Network initiated procedures. 
SA2 sees no need to provide the ARP of the affected bearer from the PCEF to the PCRF.
