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1. Introduction

In 3GPP SA WG2#73 meeting, IPv6 migration has approved as SI. This contribution will add SI introduction into IPv6 migration guidelines (TR 23.9xx). 
2. Proposal
The following changes are proposed to TR 23.9xx.

Introduction

With depletion of IPv4 address and development of data service, demands for deploying IPv6 are higher than before. 3GPP SA2 has mainly specified IPv6 address allocation in TS 23.401[1] and relevant signalling process in TS 23.060[2]. That is fundamental capability to support IPv6 deployment. With regard to the development of IPv6 migration, specific scenarios and solutions should be proposed to satisfy deployment requirements. In addition to that, IETF has proposed several solutions for IPv4/IPv6 migration, such as NAT64, duel-stack lite, etc. 3GPP will benefit from adopting those Internet specifications. However, the deployment of those solutions has additional requirements on 3GPP network elements. Furthermore, corresponding processes will be added based on IPv6 functionalities implementation.  Therefore, it’s necessary to specify related application scenarios and implementation process as well as identify impacts on 3GPP network elements.
