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Discussions

In last SA1 meeting, the following scenarios have been defined:
· Local IP access –LIPA- to residential/corporate local network for Home (e)NodeB Subsystem

· Selected IP traffic offload –SIPTO- (e.g. internet traffic) for  Home  (e)NodeB Subsystem

· Selected IP traffic offload (internet traffic, corporate traffic, etc.) for the macro network (3G and LTE only)

But how the charging is supported is FFS. 
For LIPA, the charging can be monthly based, without charging of volume or time, since the user plane traffic will not occupy any resources of MNO’s.
For SIPTO for home (e)NodeB subsystem, the offloaded traffic will not go to core network, but the traffic still will be transmitted via MNO’s transport network between the Home (e)NodeB and the destination packet network. Hence, the volume/time based charging may be needed, for the use of the transport network. But since the offloaded traffic will not have differentiated QoS, and the mobile operator is not aware of the service type of the offloaded traffic, the SDF level charging is not needed. 
For SIPTO for the macro network, the handling is similar to SIPTO for home (e)NodeB subsystem. The volume/time based charging may be needed, but SDF level charging is not needed.
Conclusion

In conclusion, the volume/time based charging for the bulk of all the offloaded IP traffic toward a define IP network from Home (e)NodeB subsystem or the macro network shall be collected and reported to the charging system.
