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Abstract of the contribution: In order to illustrate consolidated architecture for IMS-capable HNB subsystem with the SIP UA in the HNB GW, this paper provides an information flow for handover of CS UE from IMS HNB to macro.
Proposal
The supporting companies propose the following figure and text for handover procedure of CS UE to the TR 23.832.

Beginning of change

6.x.8
Handover to macro
6.x.6.5
handover to macro

There’s one active session between the UE A within the HNB coverage and UE-B and the sesson is anchored in the SCC AS as part of session set up. The HNB decides to transfer the session to macro CS based on the measurements of the UE.
HNB sends a handover request to the MSC-Server Enhanced for HNB. Message 2，3，4，5，6 and 7 are based on the successful Inter-RAT or intra-RAT relocation procedure in TS 23.009 [xx].

The MSC Server initiates the Session Transfer by using the STN, which is downloaded to MSC Server from HSS during UE attach procedure. Standard IMS Service Continuity procedures are applied for execution of the Session Transfer, see TS 23.237 [xx].

At last, the standard handover procedures are completed.
