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Abstract of the contribution: As it becomes more common for UEs and mobile operators to support multiple network access technologies, it is becoming increasingly important to provide a consistent user experience with respect to service policies (e.g. content control, firewall protection) across these networks.
Introduction
It is becoming common for subscribers to have UEs that can support more than one type of network access and for mobile operators to offer and support more than one type of network access. Furthermore, mobile operators are striving to provide its subscribers with a consistent user experience, independent of the access network to which the UE is attached.
For example, if a subscriber is restricted from downloading certain types of content, this restriction should be enforced independent of which access network s/he is attached to. Similarly, if the operator provides some type of network-based virus or intrusion protection (possibly as a value added feature), this service should be available on all access networks accessible by the UE.
However, as the possibilities grow, it is becoming more difficult for the mobile operator to provide this type of user and service consistency across the various access networks. Consequently, it should be studied whether their 3GPP's policy infrastructure can be used to provide this capability and what type of enhancements would be required to achieve it.
