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Abstract of the contribution:

An IPv6 migration workshop for 3GPP and IETF is planed on 5-6 November 2009 in Shanghai, China. China Mobile will hold it. In addition, China Mobile proposes an official 3GPP and IETF joint meeting in March, 2010. Companies are welcome to send delegates to the workshop and to the meeting.
1. Motivation
Currently, 3GPP and IETF are discussing on IPv6 migration. Both host and the network are covered by 3GPP, however, IETF v4-v6 framework mainly focus on limited scenario which is less than what 3GPP is going to discuss (http://www.ietf.org/id/draft-ietf-behave-v6v4-framework-00.txt).
