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Abstract of the contribution: This paper discusses a scenario that HRPD may select different PDN GW in HO procedure in emergency case.
Discussion:
In recent SA2 meetings, it has been confirmed that the statically configured PDN GW will be selected for handover the emergency call to the HRPD. The principle is to make sure that the HRPD will select the same PDN GW which is already assigned to the UE in the EPS side.

It seems that the above consideration is based on the simple assumption that the HRPD is only connected with one EPS network. So every time when the handover request is coming, the HRPD could always select the correct PDN GW according to the configuration.

However, the HRPD network may be connected with more that one EPS network as showing in the figure below, and each EPS network has a contracted statically-configured PDN GW. In this scenario, the HRPD has two configured PDN GW for emergency call handover. How could the HRPD know which PDN GW should be selected has not been addressed yet.
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It is considered that the PDN GW supporting emergency service may server the whole EPS PLMN, or server a collection of TA. If the HRPD tries to select the corrected configured PDN GW for emergency call handover, some basic principles should be applied (e.g. consider which PLMN or which TA the emergency handover is coming from). 
2. Conclusion:
It is proposed that the HRPD should apply the following principles to support emergency handover from more than one EPS or area:

(1) The HRPD statically configure the PDN GW for emergency handover, base on each PLMN or a list of TA.

(2) The HRPD selects the preconfigured PDN GW for emergency handover, according to the PLMN or the TA where the emergency handover is coming from.  
3. Proposal:
It is proposed to discuss the issue above and evaluate the proposed principle, and the related CR of S2-095256.
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
