The SCC AS anchors the session. An STI is assigned for the anchored session.

5.
The SCC AS completes the session setup to UE-2 and sends a response to UE-1.  For SR-VCC Emergency support towards 3GPP2 1xCS, an E-STN-SR is configured in the E-SCC-AS and returned to the UE as part of the IMS Emergency session establishment (e.g., embedded a E-STN-SR in message body of the 200 ok).
