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1. Overall Description:

CT1 thanks SA2 for their reply LS C1-093203/S2-094944 on applicability of the UE voice settings in UTRAN / Iu-mode. In the reply SA2 indicated 

At present the SA2 understanding is that the UE voice setting for UEs that are IMS PS voice and CSFB capable is applicable to E-UTRAN in release 8. However, SA2 recognizes that in order to verify the applicability to UE in UTRAN / Iu-mode further analysis may be required for release 9. 
CT1 discussed further the applicability of UE voice settings. The following were discussed but CT1 could not come to a consensus.

· Although not agreed by some companies, it was discussed that if the IMSVoPS indicator is present in UTRAN / Iu mode and this is an indicator that can be used in conjunction with the UE voice settings to decide on network domain for voice services (e.g., using IMS voice), it may be logical that the UE voice setting can be also applicable in UTRAN / Iu-mode.


· Some companies think that if the UE voice settings is applied to Rel-9 and not to Rel-8 and there are no indications of whether a NW or a UE is Rel-8 or Rel-9, misbehaviour can occur with a Rel-9 UE in Rel-8 NW and a Rel-9 NW handling of a Rel-8 UE, as the UE voice setting plays a part in terminating a voice session as defined in 23.221. This however is not the consensus view


· CT1 discussed a contribution that proposes also applying the voice domain indicator to UTRAN / Iu-mode, whereby a IMS Voice capable UE in HSPA shall consider the voice domain indicator from IMS OMA DM MO and the IMSVoPS indicator in the NAS messages, and decide the network domain for the voice services. Some companies in CT1 think that where the HSPA feature for VoIP support is available it could be useful to use that in conjunction with the UE voice settings and IMSVoPS indicator when in UTRAN / Iu mode. This however is also not the consensus view.

· Some companies express concerns that the applications in the IMS sublayer using the contents of the IMS OMA DM MO that provides the UE voice settings, might not be aware of the access technology it is using. These same companies express the view that such applications should be kept access agnostic.
This view too is not the consensus view.
CT1 would thus like to seek further clarifications from SA2 on the applicability of the UE voice settings to UTRAN / Iu mode
