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	It has been agreed already that the SGSN indicates to UE whether IMS voice over PS sessions are supported in the current RAI. This is used by UE for selecting the domain/RAT to be used for mobile originating sessions. However, the same information is also required by the IMS network in order to select the domain/RAT to be used for mobile terminating sessions. TS 23.060 does not currently indicate how the SGSN can make this indication available to IMS. 

	
	

	Summary of change:
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	It is specified that, during PS attach and RAU, the SGSN sends an indication to GGSN (or SGW when using S4) that shows if “IMS voice over PS” sessions can be supported for a UE. This indication can then be forwarded to IMS (e.g. via PCC) and be taken into account when selecting the domain/RAT to terminate voice sessions (T-ADS).
It is left to stage-3 to specify how this indication is coded in the applicable GTP-c messages, e.g. whether an already defined IE is used or a new IE is specified. 
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	If the proposed indicator is not sent to IMS, then IMS (in particular T-ADS) cannot know if a MT session request can be delivered over PS. Concequently, MT voice calls can fail or can be delayed if the erroneous domain/RAT is selected.

IMS voice over PS Session Supported Indication

The SGSN, both in Iu mode and A/Gb mode, shall send an indication toward the UE during the Attach procedure and Routing Area Update procedures if an IMS voice over PS session is supported. The SGSN uses this indicator to indicate to the UE whether it can expect a successful IMS voice over PS session, when the UTRAN Iu mode is used. A UE with "IMS voice over PS" voice capability should take this indication into account, as specified in TS 23.221 [80]. When this indicator is sent toward the UE, the SGSN shall also send an indication to the GGSN (when using Gn/Gp) or to SGW (when using S4) which indicates if an IMS voice over PS session is expected to be successful for the given UE. This indication is then transferred to IMS (e.g. with dynamic PCC) and should be taken into account as specified in TS 23.221 [80].
The serving PLMN provides this indication based e.g. on local policy, HPLMN, the SRVCC capability of the network and UE and/or level of UTRAN coverage. This indication is per RAI within the SGSN.
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
