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1. Overall Description:

During the SA5 #66 meeting in Dublin, the TR-196 FAP Data Model [1] was discussed.  Specifically, it was pointed out that object for Local IP Access (LIPA) is defined in it.  However, within 3GPP, LIPA feature work is currently in progress and targeted for completion in Release 10 timeframe.  In other words, the finalized specification does not yet exists for this feature. 

Home NodeB (HNB) is a part of the 3GPP Release 8 features. Given this circumstance, SA5 agreed that the data model definition in [1] should accurately reflect the Release 8 feature content. In this regard, SA5 agreed that the LIPA specific object in [1] should be removed at this time.  SA5 also expects that the appropriate object will be re-defined and re-introduced to the data model document [1] at a later time when 3GPP finalizes the LIPA functionality.
